Replacing windows
and furnaces/air conditioners need not be
first steps if they are functioning properly
and maintained. Installing programmable
thermostats, putting insulation on hot
water heaters and pipes, repairing leaking
ducts, switching to compact fluorescent
lights, and fixing leaking faucets/toilets are
all fairly simple, do-it-yourself projects that
can save significant amounts of energy.

Traffic Calming Measures

The Traffic Calming Task Force met with Fairfax County Department of
Transportation and Virginia Department of Transportation engineers to
assess traffic calming measures available to the community and potential
locations for these devices. The county indicated speed tables would be
suitable for Fort Drive and Farmington Drive. We're working through
options with them on Edgehill due to the regulations limiting installation
of speed tables along roads with short distance between stop signs and
intersections, and on narrow streets. The next step is for the county
engineers to issue a proposal for review by the task force and presentation

to the neighborhood for input and feedback.
